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Vystavny projekt LABORATORIUM interpretuje osobnu dilemu autorky vo vztahu k witvarnému
umeniu a prirodnym vedam, ako aj odzrkadluje jej nepretrzity zaujem a reflexiu na dianie v su-
casnom globalnom svete, na jeho aktualne smerovanie, ale aj dosledky, ktoré toto ,moderné”
dianie prinasa. Vystava je uvedena v ramci dramaturgickénho cyklu Profily.

Presovska vytvarnicka Edita Voloscukova sa v Galérii umelcov Spisa predstavuje aktualnym
vyberom réznorodych diel (instalacia, objekt, asamblaz, monotypia, pocitacova fotografia,
video-art, akvarel) reflektujucich problematiku interakcie umenia, vedy a prirody. Ide o dlho-
doby projekt, ktory nie je ukonceny, kedze odraza isté celospolocenské problémy, ktoré
pretrvavaju, mutujuc do necakanych poddb. Voloscukova sa zaujima o problematiku biodi-
verzity a genetiky a umeleckymi prostriedkami reflektuje narusenie tychto systémov. Vo svete
invaznych rastlin a biomutacii nachadza paralelu k svetu ludi, rovnako krutému a bezohlad-
nému ako priroda, kde sa cokolvek uslachtilé moze v kratkom case zmenit na zhubne

a agresivne. V projekte LABORATORIUM vyrazne zarezonovala najprv problematika geneticky

modifikovanych organizmov a potravin, v roku 2020 pandémia koronavirusu, v sucasnosti
je to vojnovy konflikt na Ukrajine.

Umelkyna pracuje so zivymi organizmnami, ktoré sa tak stavaju sucastou umenia, Co je
velmi zriedkavé. Jej aktualnou muzou sa stala gledicia trojtrnova, extravagantna exoticka
rastlina. Tento strom ju fascinuje ako priklad invazneho organizmu, ktory navyse oplyva nevsed-
nou krasou. Spirdlovito sa stacajuce struky evokuju Struktiru DNA, rozvetvené trnie s viace-
rymi funkciami demonstruje spdsob komunikacie medzi roznymi organizmami, medzi flérou
a faunou. Casti gledi¢ie uplatnila v asamblaZzach. Zavesné asamblaze st indpirované nazornymi
Skolskymi pomockami, ktore podavaju exaktny a zhusteny vyklad urcitej problematiky. Snaha
dodat dielu zdanie exaktnosti je podvratna a ironicka. Autorka rada spaja technicke suciastky
s biologickym materialom a sperkami. Vznika prekvapujuca vizia akehosi kyborga. Tak ako
miluje prirodu, ma rada aj jej protipol - technicke zariadenia, technologické Struktury. Vnima
ich ako esenciu racionalna, do ktorej moze tvorivymi postupmi vniest duchovny aspekt. VSima
si vizualnu stranku maticnych dosiek pocitacov a zvazuje moznosti ich uplatnenia v ume-
leckom vyjadreni. Vnima ich ako miniatury akychsi architektonickych modelov, urbanistickych
Struktur, kde mozno vizualizovat mikroprocesy prebiehajuce v prirode.

The exhibition project LABORATORY interprets the personal dilemma of the artist in relation

to fine art and the natural sciences as a reflection of her unabated interest in and meditations

on contemporary global affairs, their trends, and on the consequences which these “modern”
events bring about. The exhibition is presented as part of the Profiles cycle of exhibitions.

The PreSov-based artist Edita VolosCukova presents a current selection of her diverse work
(installations, object art, assemblage, monotypes, computer photography, video art, water-
colours) which address the issues related to the interaction between art, science and nature.
This ongoing and long-term project examines specific persistent social problems which
are gradually mutating into unexpected forms. Voloscukova is interested in the issues of bio-
diversity and genetics, and her art reflects upon disruptions to these systems. She identifies
parallels between the world of invasive species and bio-mutations and the human world,
a world as cruel and ruthless as that of nature, where the noble or worthy can be transformed
into the malignant and violent in the blink of an eye. The issue of genetically modified
organisms and foods was of particular relevance to the LABORATORY project, as was the COVID
pandemic of 2020 and the present-day conflict in Ukraine.

The artist works with living organisms which become part of her art, an approach which
is very rare. Her current muse is the honey locust tree, an extravagantly exotic plant. The tree
fascinates her as an example of an invasive organism which also shimmers with an abun-
dant beauty. Its spiralling, twisting stems are reminiscent of the structure of DNA, while the
branching thorns which serve several functions demonstrate a means of communicating
between different organisms, between flora and fauna. Sections of the honey locust tree are
applied into suspended assemblages inspired by illustrated school textbooks which provide
precise and concise descriptions of specific themes; the artist’s efforts to grant her works the
same appearance of precision is both subversive and ironic. The artist also likes to combine
technical components with biological materials and jewels, thereby giving rise to the surpris-
ing vision of some type of cyborg. Her love for nature is matched by an affection for its coun-
terpart — technical equipment and technological structures which she perceives as the
essence of reason to which her creative approach can offer a spiritual aspect. She observes
the visual side of computer motherboards and considers their potential for applications
In artistic expression. She sees them as miniatures of some form of architectural model or
urban structures where we can visualise the microprocesses running in nature.

na Katedre vytvarnej vychovy a umenia na Filozofickej fakulte Pre-

povolani. Venuje sa grafike, pocitacovej grafike, malbe a interme-
dialnej tvorbe. Je autorkou viacerych zrealizovanych umeleckych
a kuratorskych projektov. Venuje sa aj galerijnej animacii a vede-
niu workshopov. Je clenkou Umeleckého zdruzenia C+S so sidlom
v Kosiciach a clenkou Slovenskej vytvarnej unie. Absolvovala
mnozstvo plenérov, teoretickych sympadzii, samostatnych a kolek-
tivnych vystav doma aj v zahranici (PL, UA, HUN, D, CZ, IT, GB, N).

Edita VoloScukova (*1951, Stropkov) has been creatively active
in Presov for many years. From 1988 to 2016 she worked as an as-
sistant professor at the Department of Art Education and Art at
the Faculty of Arts of the University of PreSov. She currently works
as a freelancer. She works in graphics, computer graphics, paint-
ing and intermedia and has successfully produced several artistic
and curatorial projects. She is also involved in gallery animations
and leading workshops. She is a member of the C+S Art Group
based in Kosice and of the Slovak Union of Visual Arts. She has
participated in a wide range of plenaries, theoretical symposia,
solo and group exhibitions both at home and abroad (PL, UA, HUN,
D, CZ, IT, GB, N). Her works feature in the collections of Slovak
and foreign galleries including the Regional Gallery in Presoy,
the Gallery of Spis Artists in Spisska Nova Ves, the Andy Warhol
Museum of Modern Art in Medzilaborce, the East Slovak Gallery
in Kosice, the Novohrad Museum and Gallery in Lucenec, the City
Gallery in Mukachevo (UA) and BWA in Krosno (PL). She is the
recipient of several awards (winner of the International Water-
colour Triennial 1999 and 2013 in LucCenec, the Rector’s Award

of the University of Presov for Artistic Creation 2003, the winner
of the President’'s Award, Nowy Sgcz PL - Salon 2003 and the
Honorary Recognition of the Miskolc Gallery for the Trojhranicie
[Tripoint] international project.
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
